Kunsthistorisches Institut/ Max-Planck-Institut in
Florence, Prof. Dell’Acqua studies the visual and
material cultures, and the ideas and beliefs
attached to them, of the late antique and
medieval Mediterranean and beyond, in particular
the cultural interactions between Byzantium, Italy,
Francia, and the British Isles.
